Course Description

This course presents accounting principles and their application to various businesses and organizations.
The course mainly studies merchandise operations including internal controls and analysis of financial
statements. It covers Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP), ledgers and journals, and steps
of the accounting cycle, bank reconciliation methods and financial statements. This course is designed to
give the beginning business student a general understanding of the purpose of accounting and the capacity

to perform basic accounting functions.

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¢ Obtain a solid understanding of the accounting cycle

¢ Analyze and record transactions in a journal form

¢ Post journal entries to ledger accounts

¢ Prepare and record adjusting and closing entries

¢ Prepare a trial balance, work sheet and financial statements

+ Prepare a set of financial statements including the income statement, balance sheet, statement of
cash flows, and statement of shareholder’s equity

¢+ Recognize and comprehend the various components of a company’s annual report

¢ Apply basic accounting concepts to daily life

¢+ Perform a bank reconciliation.

¢ Account for receivables, payables, notes and interest

¢+ Account for inventories

¢ Account for plant assets, natural resources and intangibles
